To be eligible for compensation:  

�‡ The crime must be reported to law 
enforcement within 72 hours (unless this 
requirement is waived by VCAP). 

�‡ A claim must be filed with VCAP within 1 
year of the crime, unless an extension is 
granted by VCAP. 

�‡ The victim must cooperate with law 
enforcement agencies in the 
apprehension and conviction of the 
perpetrator. 

�x��The victim must cooperate with VCAP 
staff and provide all information 
requested. 

�x��The victim must not have caused or 
contributed to his/her injury or death.
